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This course is designed as a general introduction to history of the United States.
Its main purpose is to explore the historical process of America as a global superpower
and its dynamics behind. In this process, we will highlight not only the contributions of
different ethnic groups, but also the influences of other global factors. We should not
take environmental factors for granted since it sets the stage for the development of
America.

This course is designed to be divided into two parts for two semesters. The fall
semester will begin with the encounter of Europeans and American indigenes, and then
first European settlements in North America, the American Revolutionary War, and end
with the Civil War. The spring semester will start with the Reconstruction, then the
Glided Age, Progressive Era, World War I, Great Depression, New Deal, World War II,
Cold War, downfall of the Soviet Union, and the end of the Cold War. Ultimately the
course ends with the global era and the American history since 911. This course will be
the first part.
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After finishing this course, students will understand the periodization of the
development of American history, learn the important issues and perspectives in the
field of American history, have primary abilities of reading and analyzing the materials,

and develop a broader global perspective.
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Choose a book from the book list (see the References) and write a book review (4000—
4500 words, Chinese font: PMingLiu, English font: Times New Roman, body size 12pt). For
the quotation, it should not exceed 5% of the total length of your book review, i.e. 200-225
words. If you quote the sentences from the book you choose, just cite the page number at the
end of the sentence. Otherwise, you have to give a detailed citation. The citation format will
follow the Bulletin of IHP. The electronic file (in docx format) of your book review should be
sent to my email (weictsai@ccu.edu.tw) by the end of the due class and will be graded down
one notch for each day that it is late (A to A", etc.). The file name should be in the format of
“book title-student name-student id number.” The email title should be “student name-
midterm book review.” The book review turned in after class ends will be considered late. No

work will be accepted more than three days after the due date.
