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教學目標（Course Objectives）
1. The course is designed for students who are seeking their professional career in corporate finance.  The purpose of the course is to teach students about how advanced financial theory can be applied to the practical worlds for contemporary companies and capital markets. During the lecture, we will discuss the application of financial theories on policy-making in respect to capital budget, capital structure and payout policy, long-term financial loan, financial planning and prediction, capital management for operation, mergers and acquisitions and internal control. At the same time, we will talk about the role of financial analysis in international competitions. In addition, we add Warrant Investment in this semester.  There are two objectives for this course: firstly, in order to acquaint our students apply financial theories to practical working and analysis, reading and case studies will be thoroughly used in the classes; secondly, in order to help our students well prepared for their graduate study in the future, we will teach our students how to find out worthy research topics based on learned financial knowledge. The big change of my teaching pedagogy in this semester is I am going to use AI and ChatGPT regularly in the lecture.  I used to lecture the content of each subject in every class.  Instead, I am going to ask you to use your cell phone or laptop computer to search the content of subject in the class and answer my questions during the class.  Your participation is very important and it is your responsibility to have proper smart phone or laptop computer in each class. A short note of each chapter from every subject will also be provided on e-course before or after each lecture.

Your participation in my lecture using AI and ChatGPT is going to be very important for your final grade of the course. I will make proper adjustment of your course grade upward or downward due to your contribution in the class.
課堂參與（Class and Seminar Participation）
Readings from Commonwealth, The Global View, Wealth Magazine, The Economist, Business Week, Asian Wall Street Journal and other sources will be assigned.  If time permitted, we will have discussion session of these articles in each class.  It is your responsibility to have a copy of these assigned articles.  I also provide several seminars. Please reserve your time in advance.  Your reading and class (Seminar) participation grade will depend on your contribution to the class discussion and seminar attendance record.
作業（Assignments）
There will be several assignments.  The purpose of these assignments is to help students comprehend the basic analytical concepts and methodology uses in Corporate Finance, train them in applying financial analysis to "real-world-like" problems of significance in management and finance policy, and serve as a barometer for a student's progress in class.  Group work on these assignments is encouraged, but writing and submission are to be done individually. AI will be your assistant, not the solution provider in the homework and Exams.I strongly recommend you do these questions on assigned schedule.  Late homework will not be accepted.  Assignments will be graded qualitatively with an emphasis on a student's efforts.

論文報告（Paper Presentation）

With my permission, each student has to choose several articles which in the same topics from the professional and academic journals at the beginning of the semester. The report will be done in two stages and you may use AI and ChatGPT to help you:
First Stages：Provide your literature review of the topic you work on and e-mail me your file with a hard copy.  The due date of this written report is one month before your presentation.
Second Stages: You should prepare a 15 minutes presentation to show what you have learned from these articles.  Your report should be limited to fifteen to thirty pages and connect to the subject of the current domestic or international financial events.  The format of the report should be like academic paper, especially your reference should be clearly referred.  The motivation and purposes of your research should be presented in your article. The potential problems and possible solutions should be clearly presented in the content of your report.  The due date of the written report is on the January 15 which allows you make some modification after your class presentation on assigned schedule which is January 8. 
期末考試（Final Exam）
There will be a take home exam, and it will follow the tentative schedule, which is last day of the class (January 8).  You have 24 hours to finish the exam and return to my office on Jan. 9. AI will be your assistant, not the solution provider in the homework and Exams. There are no make-up exams unless you have serious problems and inform me before the exams.  Generally, I will offer additional review session on Sunday before the exam.  The time and classroom will be announced a week before the exam if there are such requirements.  However, you should constantly participate in the class and visit me during my office hours.  I hope most of your questions can be answered in the class or during my office hours. 

Class Schedule Change

The progress of this class will follow the tentative schedule listed in the last page of this syllabus. I might reschedule our class one or two times due to research and administrative purposes, but we will find other time to make-up these missing classes.
