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This course aims to introduce systematically main ideas and theories of curriculum
reform, with special reference to interaction between education and external context
and policies. Through discussion and literature review, students will be guided gradually
to explore key issues and controversial debates in the field. In particular, the capability
to investigate issues with academic rigor will be highlighted and their profession as
researchers could be enhanced.
