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This course examines Chinese grammar during the modern period, covering the
Song, Yuan, Ming, and Qing dynasties. The course will follow this sequence: an
introduction to grammatical theories, a study of modern Chinese grammar, and an
overview of research tools for grammatical analysis. Teaching methods include
guided readings and problem-oriented discussions designed to deepen students’
understanding of modern Chinese grammar through dialogue and critical inquiry.
The course aims to help students establish a solid foundation for research in modern
literature and classical studies, while cultivating their sensitivity to linguistic
problems. Instruction on linguistic essay writing will be integrated throughout the
semester, culminating in a final presentation of a research paper.
