Textbook: select one approach from the required textbook (Richards & Rodgers) 
You will only do this ONCE during the semester. You will be graded depending on how well you understand the method and demonstrate it. Upload your PPT slides on ecourse2 before your teaching demo. Depending on the number of students, whether this assignment will be individual-, pair work, or team-teaching will be announced. 

Select ONE method and include the following TWO parts in your demo: 
1. Introduce the features of the method (5 mins). 
· Background of development, key characteristics, goals, typical activities, strengths and weaknesses of the approach (refer to Overview of Methods)
2. Demonstrate the techniques mentioned in the textbook (25 mins). 
· Prepare any materials, worksheets, or realia to interact with the class.

Assignment 1: 
(1) Comparison of 2 teacher-selected approaches (1 page including reflection and a comparison table): Ch 7 whole Language v.s. Ch 14 Natural Approach

Individual Teaching Project
Throughout the course, you’ll need to carry out online or face-to-face teaching. You are expected to focus on Speaking. Your target learners can be elementary or junior high school students with a certain grade or different grades. You can teach a small group of learners (3 to 5) or a whole class. In total, you need to design 3 lesson plans and teach 3 times individually. Each lesson unit will last 40-45 minutes. You’ll need to screen record the entire lesson unit and submit your recordings. To complete this task, you need to go through the following 4 stages:
