課程概述
Course Descriptions
	This course is a research-and-practice seminar on AI-assisted academic writing. Each week, students read and discuss journal articles on generative AI (e.g., ChatGPT) in academic writing and L2 writing contexts, and complete short practice tasks that connect research insights to their own writing and research design. The final course product is a full paper (i.e., empirical research report) in which students explore a self-selected topic within AI-assisted academic writing research areas (e.g., AI feedback uptake, AI literacy, paraphrasing practices, policy/disclosure, AWE vs GenAI, learner perceptions) and conduct a small-scale case study. To enhance students’ AI prompt literacy for weekly assignments, workshops and tutorials will be provided.

	  By the end of the course, students will be able to:
1. Critically evaluate AI-assisted academic writing research (methods, evidence quality, claims).
2. Synthesize findings across studies and identify research gaps and tensions.
3. Design and conduct a feasible small-scale study, including data collection and analysis.
4. Apply research-informed AI use practices (verification, transparency, ethical source use).
5. Produce a final paper suitable as a foundation for thesis work or publication planning.

Reading Presentation and Leading Discussion
1. Time duration: 30 mins (15-min presentation of the article, and 15-min discussions). 
2. Your job is to help your classmates understand the assigned reading.
3. You may email me your PPT before your presentation. 
4. Remember to submit your slides on ecourse2 before your presentation: Section “Reading presentation and leading discussion slides”

Midterm Proposal (≈2,000 words)
[bookmark: _GoBack]The midterm proposal is a preliminary plan for the final paper. It should present a focused topic related to AI-mediated EFL learning, review relevant scholarship, identify a research gap or problem, and propose a feasible small-scale study or research plan. The proposal should include the following sections: (1) Title, (2) Introduction, (3) Preliminary Literature Review, (4) Research Questions, (5) Proposed Method, (6) References and Appendices. Students should demonstrate that their topic is clearly connected to EFL learning, that their research questions are specific and manageable, and that their proposed method is realistic within one semester. APA 7th style is required.
· Introduction: about 350 words 
· Preliminary Literature Review: about 800 words 
· Research Questions: about 70 words 
· Proposed Method: about 600 words

Final paper (≈4,000 words)
Purpose. The final paper is a small-scale, research-informed study or research proposal that examines AI use for EFL learning (preferred focus: AI-assisted academic writing, but other EFL learning foci are acceptable with instructor approval). The paper should demonstrate your ability to (1) position a problem in current scholarship, (2) design a feasible study within one semester, and (3) analyze evidence and draw cautious, well-supported pedagogical implications.
Topic scope. Your topic must be clearly related to AI-mediated EFL learning (e.g., AI-assisted writing processes, feedback uptake, prompt strategies, self-regulation, engagement, learner/teacher perceptions, AI vs AWE comparisons). Topics that discuss AI in general without EFL learning focus are not acceptable.
Format. Write in APA style (7th ed.) and include the following sections (headings required):
1. Abstract (150-250 words)
2. Introduction (context, problem, purpose)
3. Literature Review (synthesizes key studies; identifies a gap)
4. Research Questions (1–3 RQs)
5. Method (participants, setting, instruments, procedures, data sources, analysis plan, ethics)
6. Tentative Findings (arranged based on the order of RQs)
7. Discussion & Pedagogical Implications (what the results mean for EFL learning/teaching)
8. Limitations & Future Directions
9. References (12-15 academic sources; at least 6 must be peer-reviewed journal articles)

Evidence requirements (recommended). Recruit 1 to 3 participants for your case study. Empirical papers should include at least two types of evidence (e.g., drafts, AI chat logs, prompt artifacts, screen recordings, reflection logs, interviews, peer/teacher feedback, questionnaires).
AI use and transparency. You may use AI tools for brainstorming, drafting support, language polishing, and coding assistance; however, you remain fully responsible for the accuracy and originality of the work. 
Submission. Submit a Word file and include any supplementary materials (e.g., interview protocols, survey items, coding schemes, sample prompts, anonymized excerpts) as appendices.
Evaluation. Papers will be assessed on: 1) clarity and focus of the topic; 2) depth and accuracy of literature synthesis; 3) coherence between RQs, method, and evidence; 4) rigor and transparency of analysis; 5) strength and caution of claims; quality of academic writing and APA formatting; and 6) ethical handling of AI use and data.
