I. Course Description and Objectives   授課內容與目標
This course surveys the work of the key western philosophical figures from the Ancient Greek and Roman periods through the Middle Ages. Our focus will be the particular philosophical contribution of these thinkers in 4 areas: (1) theory of knowledge and philosophical methodology; (2) metaphysics; (3) ethics and political theory; and (4) philosophy of religion.
The goal of this course is to help students gain a basic understanding of the major views of these philosophers in their historical contexts, as well as to cultivate an appreciation of the development of important philosophical themes running through these periods. 

II. Course Requirements and grading policy   作業要求和評量標準
A.) Complete all reading from the required text, to be assigned on a weekly basis.

Required text: William Lawhead. The Voyage of Discovery: A Historical Introduction to Philosophy. 3rd Edition. Wadsworth 2007. 
B.) Two in-class exams(兩次考試), a midterm covering the first half of the ancient period and a final exam covering the second half and Middle Ages. Each exam will be comprised of both objective and “short answer” questions. (Objective questions include T/F, multiple choice, and “fill-in-the-blank” type questions.) Exams will cover lecture material and required reading material.  
Each exam is worth 25% of your course grade,  x 2 exams  =  50% of total grade; 

Test  # 1 on Wednesday 11/4;   Test  # 2 on Wednesday 12/30.

C.)  Quizzes 

Brief quizzes (approx. 10-15 minutes) will be given in class each week, covering current reading and lecture material. Instructor will decide whether or not students will be allowed to consult textbook and/or notes during a given quiz.
A total of 12 quizzes will be given. Your 10 highest quiz grades will be counted;

10 quizzes  x  3 points each  =  30%  of course grade
D.)  Class participation and small group discussions

Some weeks (for approx. 15-20 minutes), the class will divide into small groups to discuss questions from an important passage in the assigned readings. Instructor will require a brief summary to be handed in at the end of class (one per group).

On other weeks, the instructor will initiate other kind of group activity to facilitate group/ class discussion.

Method of grading--  each week you will be assigned a grade (0-4 points) based on small group discussion, overall class participation, and attentiveness in class.

This grade will be figured partly based on individual performance and partly based on group/class performance.

There will be a total of 12 group discussion/ class participation grades, but your lowest 2 scores will not be counted.

- Class notes will be posted regularly on Ecourse.  課程講義會定期發布在Ecourse上。

- all assigned work (tests, quizzes, summaries) may be written in Chinese; quizzes/ discussion summaries must be written on smooth clean-cut 18K paper. No exceptions.

- Missed exams can be made up only in the event of serious illness or other emergencies. (Instructor reserves the right to decide on case by case basis.)

- Any student who shows up more than 10 minutes late to an exam will be penalized 20%.

- Missed quizzes/ discussions cannot be made up. The purpose of counting 10 out of 12 quizzes and discussions is to provide you with a “safety net” for missed classes. Do not bring me any absence forms.

- For tests and quizzes, I have an absolute “No Wandering Eyes” policy. In addition, your test/ quiz paper must be kept on your desk in front of you. Violation of this policy will result in an automatic zero on your test/ quiz, even if you are not actually cheating.

- You are not permitted to leave the classroom during the group discussion times. - Textbook policy--  each student must bring a copy of the course text book (or the readings assigned for the given week) to class each time.

Anyone who fails to bring a copy of the textbook or readings will not be given credit for the small group discussion that week. No sharing is allowed for quizzes or discussions.

- Food policy--  students are not permitted to eat during class.
