	課程介紹與教學目標 Course Description and Objectives

	This course examines major Western literary works from the Renaissance to the 20th Century. Poetry, prose, and drama are studied in chronological sequence with consideration of activities in other artistic fields and some attention to historical and philosophical backgrounds. 

Please check the reading required for each week,
Seminars will be a mix of lecture and class discussion. Additional reading materials and film clips will be provided to aid discussion. There will be additional exercises such as quizzes, presentations (assessed), concept mapping and free writing where appropriate.

Learning Objectives:
1) To explore the historical tradition of Western literature. 
2) For students to gain knowledge in the intellectual and cultural background of Western literature, and to become acquainted with the concepts and terminology used in the analysis of literary texts. 
3) To equip the students with the necessary critical faculties, analytical approach, interdisciplinary vision and analytical, interpretative and inference skills for a successful understanding of Western literature. 
4) To analyse major texts of Western literature, and assess the reasons for their importance.
5) To equip the students with the knowledge of the Western canon.
6) To understand the evolution of various themes, genres, literary traditions.

There will be 2 short multiple choice tests which are assessed (10% each) and a final in-class essay (50%). Attendance and homework assignments will give 10% of the final grade.
