	課程介紹與教學目標 Course Description and Objectives

	In this course, you will experience writing through analyzing different kinds of texts, engaging in discussions with your peers and instructor, as well as revising your own drafts. Three types of essays will be introduced during this semester: cause-effect, argument and a research paper (problem-solution essay). You are expected to apply writing concepts and grammatical knowledge you have learned in previous semesters into the writing assignments in this course. In addition, you will write journals 3 times during the semester and post them on the Wix webpage. Training sessions will be provided in order to familiarize you how to use the Wix platform. The goal of this course is to prepare you to become an independent writer who can develop writing skills through practicing different types of genres, respond to feedback, proofread and improve your compositions. 
Feedback giving and receiving is an important part of the essay writing process in this course. When you complete your drafts, you will receive feedback from your peers and instructor. You will earn credits for providing quality feedback for your peers. Guidelines and orientation for giving constructive feedback will be provided.

Journal Posting, Commenting, and Reflecting on Wix
Posting: write about 400 words and post your journals (3 times) during the semester. 
1. It has to be your own writing. 
2. Attach at least 3 to 5 pictures with your journal
3. Make sure a “comment box” has been created
4. Choose a topic that you want to share with the class. The topics of your journal can be related to the followings (but not limited to only these):

8. A two-day (or three-day) trip to…
9. A book that I read recently / A movie that I watched recently 
10. An unforgettable experience in participating in a volunteer work or contest

6. Check your spelling, punctuation, and grammar before you post it
7. Include a reference if you cite anyone’s words

Commenting: around 100 words 
For each journal post, read 3 classmates’ journals and write a 100-word comments below his/her journal post on Wix. The comments can be anything (e.g., how you feel about the experience the person was describing, what resonated with your previous experience, etc.). When leaving a comment on Wix, don't use a fake name. Instead, use your real English name or Chinese name so that the teacher or TA can recognize your response and give you the grades you deserve. 
Reflecting: 400 words (1 time only; due in Week 15, May 30 midnight)
This reflective essay is designed to help you reflect on what you have learned from the writing e-portfolio project during these two semesters. Please use the following guided questions to compose a 400-word reflective essay and publish it on Wix. Extra credit will be given to those who write more than 400 words. The guided questions include two parts: benefits and challenges: 
Benefits
1. How do you think your English writing skills have improved after completing this Wix e-portfolio? 
2. How did this Wix e-portfolio project enhance your skills other than writing? 

3. What did you benefit from conducting self-assessment and peer-assessment of the Wix e-portfolio? 
4. Overall, what did you benefit the most in terms of creating and managing this Wix e-portfolio? How is it different from uploading your assignments on ecourse2? 
Challenges
1. Overall, what difficulties did you encounter in terms of creating and editing your Wix e-portfolio over these two semesters? How did you overcome these difficulties? 
2. Among all the difficulties mentioned above, what was the most challenging one? How did you handle this challenge? 
3. Will you continue to use or write posts on this Wix e-portfolio in the future?
