	課程介紹與教學目標 Course Description and Objectives

	This course aims to give you an informed understanding of theoretical principles and practical issues involved in developing curricula and materials for teaching proficiency-oriented courses in English for general and specific purposes. It also aims to develop students’ ability to design, adapt and evaluate TEFL materials as well as language-learning tasks or activities. In this course, students will have opportunities to adopt a variety of roles, including course designer, implementer, and evaluator of TEFL materials and activities. The following topics will be discussed: 
1. Issues in course design and materials development 
2. Materials selection and evaluation (including Caves Books)
3. Different approaches for syllabus design (Goals, content, & sequencing) 
   (a) TBLT 

   (b) CLIL 

   (c) Technology related approaches: blended learning and digital materials development 
4. Methodologies for conducting research in your own classroom:

   (a) Needs analysis

   (b) Case study 

   (c) Corpus analysis  

By the end of the semester, students should be able to: 
1. Understand issues, approaches, and methodologies that can be used in course design and materials development;

2. Design general- and specific-purpose English courses using their knowledge of the key principles and procedures in TESOL curriculum development; 
3. Adapt and produce task-based materials which would meet the needs of particular groups of learners or supplement published coursebooks;
4. Critique commercially produced teaching/learning materials (e.g. coursebooks, worksheets, videos, websites) designed for courses in EGP and ESP;

Leading Discussion of Assigned Articles or Book Chapters (10%)
You are required to lead in-class discussion (a group of 2) once (50 mins). See assigned articles or book chapters marked in green. In addition to that, one master’s thesis will be assigned in Week 12. Since a master’s thesis is longer than typical articles, 2 to 3 presenters may sign up to lead the discussion together. Except this, the rest of the presentations should be individual. In the discussion, you will summarize the important points for the class and prepare questions for class discussions. Power Point slides are required. As to discussion methods, you are encouraged to be creative. You may plan activities or tasks to encourage the class to think and participate. 
Creating Wix-based teaching e-portfolio (50%)
This course implements an e-portfolio project as an alternative assessment to understand your learning trajectories. In this course, you’ll need to create, develop and maintain an individual online teaching e-portfolio using Wix.com throughout the semester. The purposes of using e-portfolio assessment are to: record your learning development, facilitate your interaction with peers, enhance your learning of content knowledge, promote your linguistic skills, and cultivate your critical thinking. Here are the contents needed to be included in your Wix e-portfolio: 
1. About me (at least 200 words)
Write about your teaching beliefs, teaching philosophies, or teaching experiences as a way to give a self-introduction about you as an English teacher. This should be done before the midterm. 
2. Weekly posts (reading notes or questions; 80 words; before class)

During the weeks where there are assigned readings, you should write a post about the topics/issues you read before you come to class. That means, if there are no assigned readings during the week, you can take a break and do not need to write a post. The post can be question-based or as responses to the reading materials. It can also be connected with your reflection on previous learning/teaching experience. This assignment serves to record what you think about what you read. From time to time, your peers will be directed to read your weekly posts in class and give you some responses. 
3. Five reflective journals (300-400 words; after class)
Topics for the five journals (please follow the sequence): 

1) Journal 1: In your point of view, discuss whether you agree or disagree with the idea of differentiated instruction. Why or why not? If needed, how can this be done?
2) Journal 2: Caves book visit 
3) Journal 3: Search and study the recent English curriculum of your country. Analyze the key principles of curriculum plan and report a summary. Then, focus on certain educational level (e.g., junior high school), discuss the benefits and challenges of implementing the curriculum plan. 
4) Journal 4: Invited talk (corpus analysis of English textbooks)
5) Journal 5: Class observation in Victoria Academy 
For Journals 2, 4, 5, since they’re event-based activities, you’re encouraged to complete them within one week, after our meeting. You can use the following questions to draft your journal. You may include related useful online materials such as cell phone pictures, links, video clips, supplementary reading materials, examples of texts in your journal. When you write your journals, connect the readings and class discussion with your course project. Here are some guided questions for writing journals 2, 4, 5, but not limited to these: 
· What have you learned today in today’s class/talk/visit? 

· What are your personal opinions/views of the issues discussed?

· How did the topic/issue/activity help in your development and growth as an English language teacher?
4. Response to your peers’ five reflective journals (5 times in total)
Each time you need to read 2 peers’ journals and respond to their posts on their Wix e-portfolios. Examine your peer’s journals carefully. If there are mistakes or misunderstandings about certain ideas, you will need to offer corrective feedback but in a polite and constructive way. 
5. Final reflective summary (500-600 words; one time only; Week 17)

    You may use the following questions to draft this summary: 
· Overall, what have you learned from the process of creating, commenting, and managing your own teaching e-portfolio? 
· How is it different comparing posting on ecourse2 and posting on Wix? Which would be more useful to you as an English teacher?
· What challenges did you encounter? How did you deal with those challenges?
· To what extent does the e-portfolio help you to think and develop as an English teacher?

    Note that this summary is based on your personal opinions; no arrangement will 
    be made for you to respond to this journal.
Evaluation criteria of your Wix e-portfolio include: content of each assignment, fulfilment of requirements, and timely submission. To improve the quality of your e-portfolio, two kinds of assessment will be held near the end of the semester: self-assessment and peer-assessment.

Course Project (25%)
For this project, you are expected to design an English course for general/specific purposes using your knowledge of the key principles and procedures you learn from this course. This project serves as a proposal and you don’t need to find participants for real classroom teaching. But, it is hoped that you can use this project to develop your master’s thesis. To complete this project, you need to carry out these two tasks:
1. Oral Presentation & Teaching Demo (20 mins.): In Weeks 17 and 18, each student will need to: (a) use 5 minutes to introduce your course design, (b) 12 minutes for teaching demo, and (c) 3 minutes for Q&A.
2. Written Paper: due in Week 18 (around 10 pages single-spaced, including appendices and references): 
· Course duration: You can design either a short-term or long-term course (e.g., 4-day summer camp, 7-day intensive English course, or 18-week semester course). (Refer to case studies in these two books for some ideas: Richards (2017); Macalister & Nation (2011))
· Contents (more details will be discussed in class): 
(1) Title of the course/curriculum

(2) About the course (based on questions designed for case studies in Richards, 2017): 

· What is the context of the course? 
· What are the goals of the course? 
· What planning will be involved in developing the course?
· How is the course organized?
· What teaching and learning methods do you use?
· What is the role of materials and other resources?
· What kinds of learning outcomes and challenges are expected?

· How will you evaluate the learning outcomes?
