Discoveriing Southeast Asia

Objectives

This course is a rough introduction to Southeast Asia. I will adopt some studies from the western countries to introduce the history and trajectory of Southeast Asia from the colonial period to the modern time. I wish students with some interest and curiosity could develop their own way to explore the issues of Southeast Asia after this course.

This course is part of two programes: 1. ASEAN and South Asia Law and System Programe; 2. Interdisciplinary and English-taught Program on Globalization. Therefore, all the teaching, presentation, or assignment will be delivered in English. Since most home studnets are not native-speakers in English, the use of language will be chaIlenging. I will do my best practice and present myself clearly in English and I wish all students could do their best as well.

Course Requirements
Students are expected to attend all classes and keep up with the reading assignments. Grades will be based on group presentation on selected articles, memos on the presentaion or lecture, and general participation. There will be no midterm exam and final exam, but studnents will be encouraged if they could submit a short paper on selected topics. 

40% Group Presentaiton 
40% Memos on the Prensation and Lecture 
20% General Participation 
20% Bonus, for those who are voluntary to submit a short paper on selected toipcs.

Group Presentation: All studnets will be divided into around 10 groups. Each goup will be responsible for a 30 minute presentation on selected articles. Students will choose presentation dates on the 2nd or 3rd week of class. Students using PowerPoint or other presentation software must email their presentation to the assistant in advance or bring the file to class by themselves. 
Memos: Students should take notes on the presentaiton of other groups and my lecture. Each student should submit his/her own memos by the week after the presentation or lecture. For example, the memo on the fifth week shoube be submited by the sixth week. Each memo should be at least one-paged (around 800 words), and each student shouuld submit at least 8 memos for the whole semester.
General Participation: The course will be run as a combination of lecture, presentation and discussion. Therefore, students are required to attend regularly, read diligently, and participate actively in class discussions
Bonus: Student will be encouraged to write one short paper (5 pages, around 4000 words) on selected topics over the course of the semester. I will provide the paper prompts in the class. Those who wish to take this bonus should will submit their work by the end of 19th week. 

Late Work: Late submission (either memo or the short paper) will not be accepted. However, if you encounter any serious and unepected difficulties or circumstances (such as being ill in the hospital), please do not hesitate to contact the assitant or me to rearrange your date of group presentation or submission.
